THIS IS HOLY WEEK.
This is the most solemn week in the Church’s year: we recall the momentous events at the end of Jesus’ earthly life.
May | ask you to note carefully the times of our services during the week.
Additional to the Services listed above is the “Walk of Witness” in the village on Good Friday at 1000 am.
PALM SUNDAY
Today we celebrate Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem. He rides a donkey — a symbol of peace. The crowds strew his path
with palms, which is a symbol of honour and they wave them as He arrives — a symbol of victory. Today we receive our palms
and place them in our homes to remind us that we too honour Jesus and wish to share in His victory.
We share in the reading of the Passion from St Mark’s Gospel, after which we shall sit and reflect on what we have just heard.
MAUNDY THURSDAY.

We gather and recall the Last Supper Jesus had with His close disciples. He wanted this event to be perpetuated so that all
people of all nations could share in it and be united by sharing His life. As we do so this evening our Eucharistic Ministers will
renew their promises to adminster the Body and Blood of the Lord to us in a devout and reverent manner. We thank them.

GOOD FRIDAY
This is generally accepted as the most solemn day of the year, when we recall the crucifixion and death of Jesus.
Our village Walk of Witness begins at Christ the King at 1000 am, and members from the other churches join us as we walk,
read the Scriptures and sing hymns to commemorate Christ’'s death. At 1200 noon Francis will conduct Stations of the Cross.
At 3.00 pm we gather for our Solemn Liturgy to hear the story of Jesus Passion and death and we then share in Communion.
