THE FEAST OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY.
This is the most distinctive of our Christian beliefs; that God is one Divine Being, yet at the same time is three distinctive
Persons, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. To express this mystery of God’s being we use the word ‘Trinity’ But trying to explain this
central mystery has given rise to many varied attempts throughout the centuries, the best known to us is St Patrick’s use of the
shamrock. Just read the other side of this Bulletin to find another couple of example to help our understanding..

It was only after the Norman Conquest in 1066 that a strong devotion to the Blessed Trinity was introduced, and intensified
after Thomas a Becket ordered that it should be honoured as a feast throughout the nation in 1162, to commemorate his
consecration when made Archbishop of Canterbury on that feast.

At the Reformation in the 16™ century and for many years afterwards, many of the new Protestant churches were dedicated to
the Most Holy Trinity as a way of countering the excessive number of churches dedicated to various saints which they saw as a
practice which diverted our attention from God and needed to be reformed, so their churches were dedicated directly to God.
