OUR CHANGING SOCIETY.
You may have read in the press a recent interview with Archbishop Nichols, our new Archbishop of Westminster who noted that
many of our young children are now caught up in the fascination of on-line chat rooms and networking sites such as Youtube,
Twitter, Facebook and other such points of contact. The Archbishop thought that while we applaud such innovations we should
also be aware of any dangers such sites may present. He was particularly concerned that they seem to inculcate a shallow form
of communication, and one that is without personal contact, so that we count our ‘friends’ as those we have not actually met in
real life, but only know through our contact via a computer or mobile phone.
There are also hidden dangers in that predatory individuals can pose as friendly contacts and arrange to meet someone they
fancy — usually some young peson they find attractive and vulnerable - at a place of their choosing.
This is a warning to all parents to be vigilant if children are using such sites — and it is reckoned that children as young as 9 are
able to find their way round these on-line facilities. If children spend rather a long time infront of a computer screen, then the
Archbishop’s warning should be taken seriously. Let us be vigilant.
