OUR FRAGILE PLANET. POPE BENEDICT’S LETTER. 

Over recent years we have all become more environmentally-aware. We are also more conscious of the fragility of our planet 
and the life it sustains, realising that Planet Earth has finite resources and we should all play our part in helping ensure that 
these resources are fairly and justly shared with everyone else. But life is complicated and everything has a multiplicity of inter-
connections, so it is difficult to come up with seemingly simple solutions to any of the problems we face. 
He states these problems as;  Economic development in relation to civic and political life -  The globalisation of markets – 
Immigrantion and the movement of labour  –  Care of the environment  –  Cooperation between peoples and cultures –  
Relationship between duties and rights  –  Advances in technology and the opportunities they bring. 
In the light of these problems Pope Benedict has written a letter to all his fellow Bishops in an effort to draw our attention to 
these problems, and offer a way of facing them which is possible and fair to all and is in line with Catholic Social Teaching.

The basic problem is of human development and progress, says Pope Benedict,, which needs  ethical guide-lines.  
He says “Development is impossible without upright men and women, without financiers and politicians whose consciences are 
finely tuned to the requirements of the common good.” 
Benedict says that since the instinct for love and truth remains strong in most persons and peoples, and since it is never 
completely extinguished, then the work of true development can push ahead. Indeed,since love and truth is the vocation planted 
in us by God, so our identity and destiny as human beings is the only reliable basis for action and development.

Care for the environment is presented as vital for human development, requiring us all to review our personal  life-style.  
The environment of the created world is inseparable from our human ecology, ie. those circumstances and values in which our 
humanity is nourished and  flourishes.  
When he addresses the current financial crisis, Pope Benedict points to a lack of fundamental moral criteria and principles. 
 He welcomes initiatives to reform and regulate financial markets to make them more ethical and moral.  
He says  that finance is always an instrument  for  wealth creation and development, and he  looks for a greater sense in which 
wealth creation and distribution of the world’s resources can be better acheived through social aid agreements and charitable 
foundations which will ensure that our world becomes more caring and civilised. 
This Encyclical letter is called “Caritas in Veritate” which means “Love in Truth” and it is called an ‘encyclical’ because it goes 
all round the world to each of the Catholic Bishops, who then share  its message with the people in their parishes.
