THE FEAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI. 

Today’s feast is a thanksgiving to God for the gift of Himself to us in Holy Communion. But inspite of this belief it is only 
relatively recently that the practice of frequent reception of Holy Communion has become commonplace. There may be some 
senior parishioners who can recall that it was the case that we received Holy Communion perhaps once a month or even less 
frequently. Some would only receive Holy Communion once a year and that would have been to fulfill our Easter Duties. 
Nowadays we are encouraged to receive at each Mass we attend, even if we attend more than one Mass each day. 
But such freedom has the side-effect that we may not retain the reverence which is due to the reception of Holy Communion. 
On today’s feast  we all need to reflect and examine our attitudes and behaviour and the manner in which we receive both the 
Sacred Host and the Precious Blood. It is true that we can all become a little lax, priest and people, because of the frequency 
with which we do receive. Let us try to treat each occasion with the reverence and dignity it deserves.

He is now the spokeman for our 
Bishops on European questions.  In 2007 Pope Benedict appointed him to be one of our Bishops in this Diocese 
We hope he has a long and happy ministry as our area Bishop;  we are delighted to welcome him once again  to St Michael’s.
