ORDI�ARY TIME. 

Today we begin what is known in the church’s liturgy as “Ordinary time.” This simply means that we are not in 

any special or particular season such as Advent, Lent or Eastertime. During this period we listen to the Gospel  

which unfolds the public life of Our Lord. We hear His teachings, the stories he tells in parables, the stories of His 

miracles and the way in which He unfolds the plan of God’s salvation to all the people He encounters.  

Today we hear the story of the wedding at Cana when he performed His first miracle: a miracle is an event which 

cannot be explained by the ordinary laws of nature. In performing all His miracles Jesus demonstrates His mastery 

over the laws which govern our created world. He has come to reclaim God’s sovreignty over Creation. 

WI�TRY WEATHER. 

The length, depth and severity of the current wintry weather has caught us all out. It has made travel by car and by 

foot almost impossible at times, and I am sure many of you have your own interesting stories to tell about journeys 

to and from work.
