CAR PARKING. 
May I appeal to the motorists in the congregation who come to Mass at the week-end in their cars and park in front 
of church? Our parking is becoming sloppy and selfish. We are not parking closely enough to each other with the 
result that there are large gaps between cars and so fewer cars are able to park on that area in front of the church. 
If you park on the slope up to the side of the church please be aware that the line beside the hedge is our boundary 
and the far side is actually a walkway for pedestrians, who get very annoyed if they see cars parked over that line 
of demarcation. It is not unknown for cars to find that a knife or sharp tool has been scraped down the side panels. 
It is also very dangerous to park on the bend in Shiplake Bottom; buses and large cars may well not be able to get 
past if cars are parked there and one may scrape your bodywork as space is very tight on thaat bend. 
The area beside my house can take 4 or 5 cars if their owners park carefully, and there is always room on the 
Garage next door as well as spece for 7 or 8 cars in the little car park behind the Bank.   
It had been suggested that we have white lines draw to help us park more neatly. We may well have to look at that 
idea again to help us maximise the room on the area in front of the church.
