THE “ORDINARY TIME” OF THE CHURCH’S YEAR. 

Today is the 12
th
 Sunday in Ordinary Time.  What does”Ordinary time” mean? It means that we are not in any special time of the 

church’s year, such as Advent, Lent or Eastertide.  “Ordinary time” is the major part of the church’s year when the main focus is 
on Jesus’ earthly ministry . The Gospel stories during this time tell of Jesus’ teaching, his parables and miracles. 
But within this general period there are some Solemnities and Feasts of the Lord, such as  Ascension, Corpus Christi, Sacred 
Heart, Transfiguration,  the Triumph of the Cross, and culminating in the great feast of Jesus Christ, the Universal King. 
 All these feasts celebrate the theological implications of Jesus’ incarnation – the mystery of God and Man becoming one in the 
life of Jesus of Nazareth. 
During this time the liturgical colour of the vestments, the drapes on the lectern and altar is Green.  
This is to imply growth and abundance, as we witness all around us at this time in the abundance of growth in Mother Nature.

FUTURE ARCHBISHOP. 

After the Confirmation ceremony, Deacon Francis, Rector Graham and I went with the Bishop for a meal together, during which 
he told us of the protracted process involved in selecting a new Archbishop.  
Throughout the year names are sent to the Apostolic Delegate, the Pope’s Ambassador to this country, by anyone who so 
wishes, these are the names of priests who are regarded as suitable to become Bishops. 
 When a Diocese becomes vacant there is another round of voting by the Inner Council of that Diocese, and three names are 
then submitted to the Delegate as suitable candidates for that vacant post. The Delegate is not required to choose any of those 
names, but from all the information which has been sent to him over the years he is then in an advantageous position to 
recommend to the Bishop’s Selection Panel in Rome the names of three men whom he sees as best suited to the task in hand. 
But before he does so he sends out an exhaustive questionnaire to trusted colleagues throughout the country to ascertain if 
they have any reason NOT to recommend certain candidates for the vacant post.  
So you can see that it will take some time to select just one person – who may well say “No” when he is asked to become the 
new Archbishop. There is constant speculation amongst the clergy as to who it should/not, might/not be, and if the process 
becomes over-long then the gossip is that someone has said “No, thank you” and the whole process begins again. Phew!
