Many people choose to use 

Fridays in Lent as a day to eat less and give to charity what they save. The “ 1% “campaign asks us if we can live 

on 99% of our income: I’m sure we can. And then we can donate the other 1% to charity to feed those for whom 

hunger is a daily reality. We try to live simply so that others may simply live.             

You will also find jars with stickers on at the back of church. You are asked to take one away ( or just take a sticker 

and put it on your own empty jar ) and each time you have a meal at home each person should place 1 penny in the 

jar. When the jar is full please return it to our Lent Project swing-bin at the back of church.. So far this has raised 

just over £80: thank you.
