THE FEAST OF THE ASCENSION.

In former times we used to refer to the feast as Ascension Thursday: like Shrove Tuesday, Ash Wednesday, Maundy Thursday
or Good Friday; we specified the day of the week. It was a Holyday of Obligation. But with so many working it became almost
impossible for them to attend Mass on that day. A few years ago, after constant pressure, our Bishops moved the feast from the
Thursday to the nearest Sunday. So today we celebrate the return of Jesus, after His earthly life and mission, to the glory of
Heaven, where he sits at the right hand of God in glory.

His Ascension is a trail-blazing journey, because it means that we are destined to follow if we remain faithful to His teaching.
