RE-LIGHTING OF THE CHURCH. 

This was all put in place during the week, but has yet to be fully commissioned by the electrical technicians. 
So far we have the basic lighting but do not have the various switches and controls for the spot-lights and the various 
sections of the new lighting in use. But at least we can now all see what it looks like and know that we will be better 
illuminated for the future. We can also determine how high the lights should go up above our heads. 
You may notice various spot lights on the end of the strips above your head. These will be focused on the statue of Our 
Lady, on St Michael when he is placed by the font, on the font itself and also on the crucifix and altar. Other spots will 
light the choir and the lectern for the readers and various areas of the altar. 
I think it will take us some time to get used to this new system, so patience is the order of the day 
Last week a stone-mason came to measure and size up the Baptismal font with a view to surrounding it with marble which 
matches the altar. When completed the altar and font will match and complement each other. This will help us understand 
a little better the connection between the Sacraments of Baptism and Eucharist. and will pull the church together as a unit. 

CRUCIFIX 
    We shall hang it back in its old position when the decoration is finished, which is due to begin on Tuesday 28th. 
 Perhaps we could, from time to time (say during Lent,) take the figure from the cross and just hang that above the altar. 

SAINT ANTHONY’S PRAYER BOARD 
The Prayer Board is now in front of the statue of St Anthony, moved to its original position. If you look closely you can 

see that the quadrant plinth on which the statue stands actually has his name on it. Clearly, this was where he was first 
intended to be placed, and now with the prayer board under his protective gaze he becomes more visible. 

Please write your prayer requests on the small little pieces of paper provided and then either stick or pin them to the 
board. From time to time we will mention these requests in the Bidding prayers at Mass.
