Pope Benedict has given a general permission for the celebration of the old rite  of Mass. It is called 
‘Tridentine’ because it was formulated at the Council of Trent, a town in Italy called Trentino ; or 
Tridentium in Latin, in the 16th Century. It was the form of Mass, celebrated in Latin and with the priest’s 
back to us, which many of us grew up with until the reforms of Pope John XX111 in the 1960s. 
Many hankered for the old ways and began to rebel against the changes being brought in because they 
thought we were becoming Protestant with Mass in our own language! There was an increasingly vocal 
minority who wished for a more frequent use of the old Latin Rite. This has now been granted. But there are 
very few who want to go back to those days, and fewer still who actually understand Latin.
